. ENGL 1104 Composition II: Argument
. COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This second semester composition course is designed as a continuation of ENGL 1101. It
teaches the skills needed to write clear and coherent essays using different modes of
expository prose such as process, comparison and contrast, classification, and definition. It
will culminate in the study of argumentative writing in which the student learns to defend a
position and argue a thesis with reason and evidence. Prerequisite: ENGL 1101
