. COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is an introductory study of the skeletal system. Students will be introduced to the
terminology and anatomy related to the axial and appendicular skeletal system, bone features,
bone development, bone classifications, associated fractures, and joints. This is a prerequisite
course of the Radiography program, which is accredited by the Joint Review Committee on
Education in Radiologic Technology (JRCERT). Prerequisites: Human Biology, BIOL1030.
