A. EMER 1500 Ambulance Operations 
  
B. COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

 
This course is designed to provide knowledge to students in ambulance operation, lifting & 
moving patients, documentation, radio communication, legal issues, scene size-up and safety.  
Along with classroom activities, students will perform hands on activities in a simulated 
environment. Prerequisites:  Concurrent enrollment or completion of EMER 1200.

CS lift and move patients according to their 
medical condition or situation.
