B. COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

This course introduces students to the writing of clear, factual peace officer reports. Well-
written reports are emphasized and relevant to investigating and prosecuting criminal cases. 
Students are required to take thorough field notes and transfer information to the appropriate 
paperwork. Successful completion of this course prepares students for the Minnesota P.O.S.T. 
licensing exam. This course includes criteria required by the Minnesota Board of Peace 
Officer Standards and Training, and Learning Objectives for Professional Peace Officer 
Education. Prerequisites: ENGL 1101 or instructor approval.
